b) History or His Story: contextualizing the dream
 
Who is Giovanni Bosco and what was the context of him at the age of nine? (his life story when the dream happened.)
 
The struggles and challenges of Giovanni Bosco at the age of 9 (fatherless; raised solely by his mother; Antonio wanted him to be a farmer and not study; running away from home; death of Don Calosso, the first father figure in his life; live on Moglia's farm away from home; work at the bar to support himself; etc.). These circumstances or living conditions will help us understand John's state of mind.

What are the significant elements of the dream at nine?
 
Characteristic of the dream: "A dream that endures!". The power of symbolism: Jesus, Mary, age 9, the number 9, vast field, wolves, sheep, etc. Aspects: the presence and centrality of Jesus; the preventive system – no violent and repressive methods; Mary as teacher and guide; showing the ugliness of sin and the beauty of virtue; the virtue of humility and steadfastness; the mission to transform young people - from wolves to sheep (and from sheep to shepherds later on).
